Safe handling

The high-pressure jet must not be di-
rected at other persons or the user him-
/herself to clean clothing or footwear.
Never use the appliance to clean ob-
jects containing hazardous substances
(e.g. asbestos).

Vehicle tyres/tyre valves are suscepti-
ble to damage from the high-pressure
jetand may burst. The first indication for
this is a discolouration of the tyre. Dam-
aged vehicle tyres/tyre valves are peril-
ous. Keep a minimum jet distance of
30 cm during cleaning!

Keep packaging films away from chil-
dren, there is a risk of suffocation!

In case of extended breaks, switch the
appliance off at the main switch / appli-
ance switch or pull the mains plug.
Keep a distance of at least 30 cm when
using the jet for cleaning painted surfac-
es to avoid damage.

Never leave the appliance unattended
as long as it is in operation.

Do not operate the appliance at temper-
atures below 0 °C.

Other risks

Do not spray flammable liquids.

Never draw in fluids containing solvents
or undiluted acids and solvents! This in-
cludes petrol, paint thinner and heating
oil. The spray mist is highly inflamma-
ble, explosive and poisonous. Do not
use acetone, undiluted acids and sol-
vents, as they corrode the materials
used on the appliance.

The appliance may not be operated in
explosive atmospheres.

If the appliance is used in hazardous ar-
eas (e.qg. filling stations) the correspond-
ing safety regulations must be observed.

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High pressure hose

The high pressure hose is specially con-

structed with reinforced walls to handle wa-

ter pressure up to 11 MPa (1600 psi) - it can

be easily damaged and should be stored

carefully.

B Do not expose the hose to sharp edges
or corners.

Lock trigger gun

This lock locks the lever of the trigger gun
and prevents the inadvertent start of the ap-
pliance.

Overflow valve with pressure switch
The overflow valve prevents the permissi-
ble working pressure from being exceeded.
If the lever on the trigger gun is released
the pressure switch turns off the pump, the
high pressure jet is stopped. If the lever is
pulled the pump is turned on again.

Water supply

For connection values, see type plate/tech-
nical data.

Observe regulations of water supplier.

N\ WARNING

According to applicable regulations, the ap-
pliance must never be used on the drinking
water net without a system separator. A
suitable system separator by KARCHER or
alternatively a system separator according
to EN 12729 type BA must be used.

Water that has flown through a system sep-
arator is no longer classified as drinking
water.

ATTENTION

Always connect the system separator to the
water supply, never directly to the appliance!

ATTENTION

Impurities in the water can damage the
high-pressure pump and the accessories.
For protection, the use of the KARCHER
water filter (optional accessory, order no.
4.730-059) is recommended.

Start up

ATTENTION

Dry running of more than 2 minutes leads to

damage of the high-pressure pump. If the

appliance does not build up pressure within

2 minutes, switch the appliance off and pro-

ceed in accordance with the instructions in

Chapter "Troubleshooting".

=>» Connect the high pressure hose to the
high pressure connection of the appli-
ance.

=> Attach the water supply hose to the

coupling on the water connection.

Note: The supply hose is not included.

Connect the water supply hose to the

water supply.

Completely open the water tap.

Insert the mains plug into the socket.

Turn on the appliance “I/ON”.

= Unlock the lever on the trigger gun.

=>» Pull on the lever of the trigger gun; the
device will switch on.
Switch the appliance on for a (max. of 2
minutes) and wait until the water exits at
the hand spray gun without bubbles.

Note: Release the lever of the trigger
gun; the device will switch off again.
High pressure remains in the system.

= Spray the detergent sparingly on the
dry surface and allow it to react, but not
to dry.

=>» Spray off loosened dirt with the high
pressure jet.

=> Fill the detergent solution in the deter-
gent tank of the foam nozzle (observe
dosage instructions on the packaging of
the detergent).

=>» Connect the detergent tank to the foam
nozzle.

= Connect the foam nozzle to the trigger
gun.



Interrupting operation

= Release the lever on the trigger gun.

= Lock the lever on the trigger gun.

=>» During longer breaks (more than 5 min-
utes), also turn the appliance off using
the "0/OFF" switch.

Finish operation

A\ CAUTION

Only separate the high-pressure hose from
the hand spray gun or the appliance when
there is no pressure in the system.

=> After operation with detergent: Run the
machine for approximately 1 minute for
a clear rinse.

Release the lever on the trigger gun.
Turn off the appliance "0/OFF".

Turn off tap.

Press the lever on the trigger gun to re-
lease any remaining pressure in the
system.

Lock the lever on the trigger gun.
Disconnect the mains plug from the
socket.

= Detach the appliance from the water

supply.

Stow away the mains cable, the high-
pressure hose and accessory on the
appliance.

Frost protection

ATTENTION

Appliances and accessories that are not

completely drained can be destroyed by

frost. Completely drain appliance and ac-

cessories and protect them against frost.

To avoid damage:

= Completely drain all water from the ap-
pliance: Switch the appliance on with
detached high pressure hose and de-
tached water supply (max. 1 minute)
and wait, until no more water exits at the
high pressure connection. Turn off the
appliance.

=>» Store the appliance and the entire ac-
cessories in a frost free room.

Care

Prior to longer periods of storage, e.g. in

the winter:

= Remove filter from suction hose for de-
tergent and clean under running water.

=> Pull out the sieve in the water connec-
tion using flat-nose pliers and clean un-
der running water.

The appliance is maintenance free.

Use only original KARCHER spare parts.

Troubleshooting

You can rectify minor faults yourself with
the help of the following overview.

Risk of electric shock. Turn off the appli-
ance and remove the mains plug prior to
performing any care and maintenance
work.

Repair work and work on the electrical
components may only be performed by an
authorised customer service.

Appliance is not running

=> Pull on the lever of the trigger gun; the
device will switch on.

= Check whether the voltage indicated on
the type plate corresponds to the volt-
age of the mains supply.

= Check the mains connection cable for
damages.

Pressure does not build up in the
appliance

= Check water supply for adequate deliv-
ery rate.

=> Pull out the sieve in the water connec-
tion using flat-nose pliers and clean un-
der running water.

=> Appliance ventilation: Switch the appli-
ance on with the high-pressure hose
detached and operate (max. 2 minutes)
until the water exits the high-pressure
connection without bubbles. Switch off
appliance and reconnect high-pressure
hose.

Strong pressure fluctuations

> Clean high-pressure nozzle: Remove
dirt and debris from the nozzle bore, us-
ing a needle and rinse through with wa-
ter from the front.

= Check water flow quantity.

Appliance is leaking

= Slight leakage from the appliance pump
is normal. If the leakage increases con-
tact the authorized customer service.

No detergent infeed

= Detach spray lance from trigger gun
and work with trigger gun only or use
spray lance with pressure regulation
and turn to "Mix".

Clean the detergent suction hose filter.
Check the detergent suction hose for
kinks.
